ICHC2009 will include conference papers that will each last a maximum of 20 minutes. They will be
followed by 5 minutes for discussion. No concurrent sessions will be scheduled.

On Tuesday morning a poster session will be held without concurrent paper sessions. Publishers and
other commercial firms are welcome to participate.
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Through history, the regions of the Far North have spawned powerful myths and visions of scientific
and economic opportunity and gain. It was considered a wild and inaccessible part of the world with
great reward and honour in store for those brave and cunning enough to overcome its challenges.

Not surprisingly perhaps, the early cartography of the Far North has been characterized by a blurring
of the boundaries between fact and fiction, and a strong interplay between textual sources and
cartography.

This, however, far from being an exclusive trait of the North, may be readily acknowledged for many
regions of the world. In fact, the intermingling of observation and imagination is as crucial to the
creation of meaning in cartography in particular as it is to the sciences and arts in general.

The ICHC2009 focuses on the four main themes that are briefly outlined below. However,
contributions on any other aspect of the history of cartography are very welcome.

- Cartography of the Arctic, North Atlantic and Scandinavian regions
- Cross-cultural cartographies

- Mapping mythical and imaginary places

- Maps and the written word

- and any other aspect of the history of cartography

The first aim of the conference is to foster discussion on the history of cartography in general, not
necessarily the history of single maps. We call for papers and posters that propose or demonstrate
new concepts, patterns, conditions, techniques, relations and interpretations. We also welcome
contributions on newly discovered, important maps or map types as well as examinations of regional
themes of wide interest.

The presentations should be focused on the history of cartography and only deal with historical
geography or the history of discoveries on the margins. Contributions on a topic from specialists in
disciplines such as geodesy, tourism studies, linguistics, history of science, art history, etc., are very
welcome.

We expect your contribution to report on research that has not yet been published or presented. If you
have already presented on your topic, we ask that you specify the new aspects of your contribution.

We urgently ask our contributors to choose visual material that clearly
illustrates the argument and that can be shown in high quality, for example map details. This is
particularly important for the understanding of audience members who are not native speakers of the
language in question.
